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Jau vairak neka trisdesmit gadus es esmu veidojusi
vizudlus véstijumus, kas raisa sarunas par identitati,
attiecibam, milestibu, navi un dzives jégas
mekléjumiem. Vairakus gadus esmu stradajusi,
veidojot lielizméra dekorativus sienas panno, kas
darinati jaukta tehnik3, izmantojot tikstoSiem ar
rokam grieztu un apstradatu kosmétikas stklisu,
kurus darba procesa piestiprinu pie audekla un
atbilstosi forméju, jau stradajot pie sienas. Mani
darbi ir vizuali aktivi, tie absorbé apkartéjas

skanas un atgadina lielus organismus. Personiskos
véstijumus, ar kuriem ¢ukstus dalos, esmu
ierakstijusi un ievietojusi darba iekSpusé. Masu
atminas, kas tiek Sketinatas sarunas, uzkrajas ne
tikai krasas, bet ari faktara.

Radit $adus darbus mani iedvesmoja Sarlotes
Pérkinsas Gilmanes isaja stasta "Dzeltenas tapetes”
izlasitas skaistas rindas: "Saja tapeté ir kas tads,
par ko zinu tikai es, un nez vai kads cits to jelkad
uzzinas. Aiz §1virspusé redzama raksta slépjas tikko
jauSamas neskaidras formas, kas ar katru jaunu
dienu klGst arvien skaidrakas..."

For over three decades | have created visual
narratives that provoke conversations on identity,
relationships, love, death, and the search for
meaning in one's life.

For several years, | have been creating large

scale mixed-media wall constructions, which are
constructed by hand-cutting and manipulating
thousands of cosmetic sponges and then | adhere
them to canvas and form when attached to the wall.
The works are visually active, absorb surrounding
sounds, and simulate large organisms. Personal
narratives shared as whispers are recorded and
placed within. Without the addition of coloured
pigment, the texture of memory is also a storehouse
of memories shared through language.

A guiding principle of my work lies in one of my
favourite lines from Charlotte Perkins Gillman's
beautiful short story "The Yellow Wallpaper": "There
are things in that paper that nobody knows but me,
or ever will. Behind that outside pattern, the dim
shapes get clearer every day..."
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
